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IBEA Updates 
Submitted by Executive Director, Gary Hutchinson 

S ince the IBEA Board of Directors met virtually on Saturday, April 18, 2020, there have been many changes, not only for IBEA but for business education throughout the state.  I 
will try and keep you abreast of these changes. 

 
IBEA Fall Conferences 
At the June 25 virtual Executive Committee meeting, it was decided to change the format 

of the 2020 IBEA Annual Fall Conference from in-person/face-to-face to entirely virtual.  
There were numerous reasons for this change with probably the main one being the 
uncertainty of travel by teachers.  Budgets, being allowed to leave the classroom to attend, 
and health concerns were also considered.  Even though we were under a contract with the 
President Abraham Lincoln Hotel for the 2020 conference, because we agreed to contracts 
for our 2021 and 2022 conferences, we were able to cancel having the conference with no 
financial penalties if we moved the conference to 2023, which we have agreed to.  At the 
April Board of Directors meeting, the IBEA Board of Directors unanimously accepted the 
recommendation of the Site Selection Committee that the IBEA 2021 and 2022 Fall 
Conferences be held at the President Abraham Lincoln Hotel in Springfield, Illinois.  
Dates for the conferences:  November 3-5, 2021 and November 2-4, 2022.  Now add November 1-3, 2023 to your 
calendars.

Audit 
The Audit Task Force met virtually July 16, 2020, and reviewed IBEAôs monthly financial Expense Vouchers, and 

Receipt of Funds forms from July 1, 2019, through June 30, 2020, as well as the investment statements from Edward 
Jones and Wells Fargo. The Audit Task Force verified that the financial records were in proper order and in balance with 
the bankôs records.  
Task force members were Executive Director, Gary Hutchinson; First Vice President, Carol Brooks; and Second 

Vice President, Susan Timm.  Treasurer, Darcy Jeffries attended, serving in an advisory capacity, and presented the 
original expense vouchers, receipt of fund forms, receipts, and bills for review. 
 
Board of Directors Appointments  
At the April Board Meeting, IBEA temporarily suspended the board liaison position for ILCTE as the Business 

Education position with that organization was not funded.  Since then Betsy Westergreen has filled the position and will 
join the board officially in November.  Many of you have may have noticed her updates (and free lessons) on the IBEA 
ListServe and Facebook page.    
 
Membership 
As of August 1, 2020, IBEA membership was 222 members.  This is made up of 167 regular/professional members, 

8 student members, and 47 retired members.  Thirty four of our members are also members of IACTE.  
 

Finallyé..Last month I asked the members of the board of directors several questions regarding how they would be 
returning to school in the fall.  At the time, many districts were unsure about how they were returning, delaying their 
decisions to as late as possible.  As you can probably guess, many larger districts, especially around Chicago, switched 
to full remote learning for at least six to nine weeks.  Some districts even delayed their starting dates.  Districts outside 
the Chicagoland area or in more rural areas and those regions not considered critical have students attending with a 
shortened schedule or block scheduling.  However you have or will be starting the school year, I wish you all the best.  
Stay safe, wear your mask, wash your hands, physical/social distance, and continue to provide your students with the 
best in business education!

Website Search Update. Every page on the 
website has updated titles, keywords, and descriptions 
in order to help website visitors locate information 
easily. Articles have been tagged with visible 
keywords that are clickable and will give the visitor a 
list of articles that include that tag or similar tags. 
These changes will also help page ranking in search 
engines such as Google. 
Website Using Secure Sockets Layer (SSL) 

Encryption. Since IBEA collects personally 
identifiable information (PII), we are now using the 
SSL protocol to protect IBEA memberôs data as it 
travels through the Internet. This is the same security 
that is offered by shopping and banking websites on 
the web. 
Updates to Privacy Policy and Cookie 

Notification. Due to some new regulations in the 
United States and around the globe, IBEA was 
required to update the privacy policy and notify users 
that IBEA stores cookies on a memberôs device. The 
new privacy policy can be viewed at www.ibea.org/
privacy-policy. Members will have to electronically 
agree to the new privacy policy upon their next login. 
Acceptance of the cookie notification for any IBEA 
website user (member or not) will appear at the bottom 
of the home page. Once the Accept button is clicked, 
it will no longer appear unless the cookies are cleared 
from the device. 
Changes to Captcha Technology. Captcha is a 

technology that is used to help stop spammers (human 
or robots) from filling out forms on websites and 
submitting them. The IBEA website now uses 
Invisible Captcha and ñI am not a robotò Captcha 
on all its website forms to help deter spammers. If you 
experience any issues with the changes to Captcha, 
please contact the Webmaster at webmaster@ibea.org.

T he Gloria Bousley Graduate Scholarship was 
established to provide scholarships to IBEA 

member graduate students who are actively pursuing 
business teacher education careers and are 
specializing in business 
education at the masterôs 
degree level in an Illinois state
-approved teacher education 
program. The scholarship 
awards up to $2,500 for 
outstanding graduate student
(s) specializing in business 
education. 
Currently, IBEA may 

award the full $2,500 to a 
deserving individual OR up to 
$500 for an approved certification, endorsement, or 
post-baccalaureate that includes advanced study for 
a masterôs degree.
