Eastern Illinois Business Education Association

Constitution
Article I.
Name

The name of this organization shall be the Eastern Illinois Business Education Association.

Article II.
Purpose

The purpose of this association shall be to promote business education with some emphasis on articulation of the programs of secondary schools, community colleges, universities, and business colleges.

Article III.  
Membership

Membership is open to all business teachers and any other interested persons in the following Illinois counties:  Clark, Coles, Crawford, Cumberland, Douglas, Edgar, Effingham, Jasper, Moultrie, Shelby, Lawrence, and Richland.

Article IV.
Officers and Executive Board


1.
The officers of this Association shall be president, vice president, secretary, and treasurer.


2.
The Executive Board shall consist of the four officers, the immediate past president, the EIBEA Representative to the IBEA Board, and committee chairpersons.


3.
The officers shall be elected at the spring meeting for a term of one year.  The EIBEA Representative to the IBEA Board shall be elected for a three-year term.


4.
The president shall preside at all meetings and appoint members of committees with the approval of the Executive Board.


5.
The vice-president shall be responsible for program planning and shall preside at all meetings in the absence of the president or at such times as the president may direct.


6.
The secretary shall notify members of the time and place of all meetings, keep a record of proceedings at all business meetings, and handle any official correspondence.


7.
The treasurer shall collect all dues and keep a record of the members.


8.
The Executive Board shall decide matters of policy and assist as directed by the president.

Article V.
Meetings

Two meetings shall be held—one in the fall and one in the spring.  Other meetings may be held at the direction of the Executive Board.

Article VI.
Finance

The annual dues shall be assessed as met by the Executive Board.

Article VII.  
Amendments

This constitution and bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds vote of members present at any regular meeting.
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
